Call to the Word: ñLord, We Hear Your Wordò  
 
Prayer for Illumination Terri Camilari 
God of all truth, we give you thanks that your Word became flesh and 
now lives among us. As we prepare to hear the ancient words of 
Scripture and the new words of this sermon, enliven our hearts and 
minds to know afresh your living and eternal Word, Jesus Christ, who is 
present in this place. Amen.  
 
Listen for the mystery of Godôs grace. 
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Reading: Exodus 3:1-15 Terri Camilari 
3 Moses was keeping the flock of his father-in-law Jethro, the priest of 
Midian; he led his flock beyond the wilderness and came to Mount 
Horeb, the mountain of God. 2 There the angel of the Lord appeared to 
him in a flame of fire out of a bush; he looked, and the bush was 
blazing, yet it was not consumed. 3 Then Moses said, ñI must turn 
aside and look at this great sight and see why the bush is not burned 
up.ò 4 When the Lord saw that he had turned aside to see, God called 
to him out of the bush, ñMoses, Moses!ò And he said, ñHere I am.ò 
5 Then he said, ñCome no closer! Remove the sandals from your feet, 
for the place on which you are standing is holy ground.ò 6 He said 
further, ñI am the God of your father, the God of Abraham, the God of 
Isaac, and the God of Jacob.ò And Moses hid his face, for he was 
afraid to look at God. 
7 Then the Lord said, ñI have observed the misery of my people who are 
in Egypt; I have heard their cry on account of their taskmasters. Indeed, 
I know their sufferings, 8 and I have come down to deliver them from 
the Egyptians and to bring them up out of that land to a good and 
spacious land, to a land flowing with milk and honey, to the country of 
the Canaanites, the Hittites, the Amorites, the Perizzites, the Hivites, 
and the Jebusites. 9 The cry of the Israelites has now come to me; I have 
also seen how the Egyptians oppress them. 10 Now go, I am sending you 
to Pharaoh to bring my people, the Israelites, out of Egypt.ò 11 But 
Moses said to God, ñWho am I that I should go to Pharaoh and bring 
the Israelites out of Egypt?ò 12 He said, ñI will be with you, and this 
shall be the sign for you that it is I who sent you: when you have 
brought the people out of Egypt, you shall serve God on this 
mountain.ò 
 
13 But Moses said to God, ñIf I come to the Israelites and say to them, 
óThe God of your ancestors has sent me to you,ô and they ask me, 
óWhat is his name?ô what shall I say to them?ò 14 God said to Moses, ñI 
am who I am.ò He said further, ñThus you shall say to the Israelites, óI 
am has sent me to you.ô ò 15 God also said to Moses, ñThus you shall 
say to the Israelites, óThe Lord, the God of your ancestors, the God of 
Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, has sent me to youô: 
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This is my name forever, 
and this is my title for all generations. 

 
Reading: John 8:48-59 Terri Camilari 
48 The Jews answered him, ñAre we not right in saying that you are a 
Samaritan and have a demon?ò 49 Jesus answered, ñI do not have a 
demon, but I honor my Father, and you dishonor me. 50 Yet I do not 
seek my own glory; there is one who seeks it, and he is the judge. 
51 Very truly, I tell you, whoever keeps my word will never see death.ò 
52 The Jews said to him, ñNow we know that you have a demon. 
Abraham died, and so did the prophets, yet you say, óWhoever keeps 
my word will never taste death.ô 53 Are you greater than our father 
Abraham, who died? The prophets also died. Who do you claim to be?ò 
54 Jesus answered, ñIf I glorify myself, my glory is nothing. It is my 
Father who glorifies me, he of whom you say, óHe is our God,ô 
55 though you do not know him. But I know him; if I would say that I 
do not know him, I would be a liar like you. But I do know him, and I 
keep his word. 56 Your ancestor Abraham rejoiced that he would see 
my day; he saw it and was glad.ò 57 Then the Jews said to him, ñYou 
are not yet fifty years old, and have you seen Abraham?ò 58 Jesus said 
to them, ñVery truly, I tell you, before Abraham was, I am.ò 59 So they 
picked up stones to throw at him, but Jesus hid himself and went out 
of the temple.
